BACKGROUND

CAPACITY BUILDING

Investment in research for development has 
not received much attention by Sub Saharan 
African governments causing the region to lag 
behind in research output and innovation with 
attendant human capital flight by researchers 
to count r ies w i th more conducive 
environment for research. In the highly 
competitive grant funded research world, 
African researchers lack the capacity to access 
an d  m ai n t ai n  r esear ch  f u n d i n g .   
Collaborations between research intensive 
northern institutions and others in developing 
countries where the disease burden lies, is one 
way to build this capacity.

The University of Abuja, Nigeria, strategically 
located in the capital, 10 minutes from the 
Nnamdi Azikwe International Airport, with a 
diverse unstudied population in its catchment 
area and access to decision makers for 
implementation of research findings for impact 
on policy and practice, is attractive for 
international multidisciplinary collaborative 
research.  Its College of Health Sciences 
became the new partner in an existing 
relationship between the Liverpool School of 
Tropical Medicine, Zankli Medical Centre 
(ZMC), Abuja and Federal University Awassa, 
Ethiopia under a DFID DeLPHE grant in 2008. 

Under this partnership, new faculty received 
training in basic research methods to develop 
research proposals, conduct Tb related 
research, analyse data and prepare 
manuscripts for publications.  Additional 
training in research governance and project 
management helped to ensure achievement of 
project goals which consistently received 
positive external assessments to make the 
project a country case study at completion.

STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIPS

OUTPUT

The unique feature of DeLPHE Project 327 
was the involvement of HEIs, the private 
sector, and government agencies. Medical 
students were paired with officers of the State 
TB Control Program during the field work 
while ZMC facilitated the workshops.

The research skills of participants in the partner 
inst i tut ions were strengthened wi th 
emergence of a team of clinicians and 
scientists who have developed other research 
collaborations. 

Our collaborations have resulted in 156 faculty 
and 72 student involvement in DeLPHE 
activities, 76 clinicians from 13 states receiving 
clinical research training through the 
University of Chicago Global Health Initiative 
workshop, affiliation with 30 investigators to 
apply for grants under Sickle CHARTA. 
Additionally seven faculty are receiving clinical 
trial training under the NIH funded University 
of Maryland Institute of Human Virology 
Nigeria Capacity Development in Research 
Process.

 Working with government units and agencies 
has faci l i t ated  research to  pol i cy 
implementation by serving on expert 
committees while involvement of medical 
students and residents in research is deliberate 
effort to nurture the next generation of clinical 
researchers.
